Camden CEN is tasked with contributing the voluntary and community sector perspective to the reports which go to the LSP regarding the progress on the themes within ‘Camden Together – Camden’s Sustainable Community Strategy 2007 – 2012’.  To do this we have been holding seminars on each theme to get feedback from VCS groups on their achievements, and the barriers and gaps they identify.  

The seminar on 28 October is on ‘A sustainable Camden that adapts to a growing population’- this will focus mainly on housing advocacy and social housing.  In the light of the ‘credit crunch’ we would also like to hear what effect groups think the economic downturn is likely to have on their services.
Information from the seminar will be used to profile the work of the voluntary and community sector in a report on ‘Adapting to a growing population’ going to the Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) in December. It will also be used to highlight gaps in services, barriers, and potential solutions.

Information from the seminar will also be fed into consultation on the Local Development Framework preferred options.

In addition to inclusion in reports to the LSP we will use information gathered at the CCEN seminars to produce a full end of year report about VCS contribution to Community Strategy outcomes.

What the Council and its partners will do

· work to meet housing challenges in the borough for all types of housing in terms of supply, affordability and mix of sizes, including through planning policies in the Council's forthcoming Local Development Framework 

· ensure all developments are high quality, sustainable and sensitively designed, with an appropriate mix of uses, and supported by social and economic infrastructure including employment, health centres, leisure, retail, community and education facilities and waste disposal 

· work with tenants to raise the standard of social housing across the borough and regenerate individual estates 

· establish a Council-led partnership with Registered Social Landlords and other housing players to jointly tackle housing supply and related issues such as community safety and energy efficiency
