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Camden’s Local Strategic Partnership (LSP)

The Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) aims to bring together the public, private, voluntary and community sectors to work together to improve the quality of life for all who live, work in and visit Camden. 
The LSP is responsible for: 
· Overseeing ‘Camden Together’ the Sustainable Community Strategy (SCS), and the Local Development Framework (LDF). The SCS is the strategic vision for improving the economic, social and environmental well-being of Camden. The LDF is a collection of planning documents which form the spatial strategy for the borough.

· Agreeing, overseeing and monitoring the Local Area Agreement (LAA). This is the delivery plan for Community Strategy priorities, an agreement between the local authority and central government about what Camden will achieve and report back to government over a three year period.

The Local Strategic Partnership has no legal decision making powers. It is chaired by the Leader of the Council and provides a forum to generate better understanding and partnership working between different sectors at a high level. It also provides the voluntary and community sector (VCS) with an opportunity to influence decision making and promote the work of voluntary and community groups in Camden. 

The LSP holds at least six business meetings a year which the public can attend as observers but should be booked, and a series of seminars for LSP members to debate specific topics in more depth.
