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Camden Community
Empowerment Network (CCEN): Information and key contacts

Camden CEN elects a board and four Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) members from the voluntary and community sector (VCS) every 18 months. Before each LSP meeting the board analyses LSP papers and agrees a collective view to take to the meetings. Information is also gathered from other VCS groups to add to this view, particularly from organisations with specific knowledge in the area under discussion. Key LSP business, such as developing the new Local Area Agreement (LAA), is widely consulted with the sector. CCEN LSP members are selected to provide a voice for the sector not their individual organisations.
To ensure that the voice of the smaller groups are heard the CCEN Board has a majority of seats for front line groups (working directly with individuals) and a minority of seats for infrastructure organisations (working primarily with other groups)
The CCEN also carries out research and gathers evidence about voluntary and community sector activity. This provides evidence about the value of the sector and profiles VCS work in the progress reports on the Community Strategy that go to the LSP.
