Camden’s Sustainable Community Strategy

Camden Together is Camden’s second Community Strategy.  The first – ‘Our Camden Our Future’ ended in 2006 and the new strategy lasts from 2007 – 2012.  
The Community Strategy is the overarching strategy of the borough and as such influences other policies including the Local Area Agreement and the Local Development Framework. The Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) oversees the community strategy and has regular progress reports on the various themes at its business meetings.

Camden Together has a strong focus on bringing together not just services but economic, environmental and social issues, looking at reducing carbon footprints, preserving green spaces whilst meeting the need for more housing and addressing population growth.
· It is not just about what public services can do but also sets out the role of businesses, communities and individuals

· It sets the overall priorities for the borough and influences how resources are allocated.
· It focuses on four key overarching themes:
· A sustainable Camden that adapts to a growing population

· A strong Camden economy that includes everyone

· A connected Camden community where people lead active, healthy lives

· A safe Camden that is a vibrant part of our world city.

· Each theme has a number of sub themes.
CamdenCEN has been profiling the work of the voluntary and community sector in addressing the issues within the Community Strategy and over the past 2 years has held a number of seminars to learn what groups are doing, their successes and challenges and any gaps in services they identify.
