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Camden’s Community Safety Partnership Strategy 
CamdenSafe 2008/2011 
Camden’s Community Safety Partnership is a network of public and voluntary and community sector agencies who work to ensure that Camden is a safe place to live. This is a statutory partnership, which provides a platform for the Council, police and other partners to deal with crime, antisocial behaviour, drugs and alcohol, and street population issues. Partners include British Transport Police, Camden Council, Camden Community and Police Consultative Group, Camden Primary Care Trust, London Fire Brigade, Metropolitan Police Authority, Metropolitan Police Service, National Probation Service, Victim Support, Voluntary Action Camden and Transport for London. 
Through consultations and meetings residents have said that in spite of the successes in reducing crime over the past three years: 

· the visible use and dealing of drugs still impacts on the quality of life in the borough; 

· antisocial behaviour undermines the quality of life of residents; 

· violent crime and the impact it has on individuals and communities is a concern to our residents; 

· the community wants to be involved in the solutions to making the borough safer. 

These concerns have helped shape the focus of the Community Safety Partnership for the next three years. 
The priorities are: 
· Tackling antisocial behaviour such as youth disorder, public drug use and dealing, neighbourhood nuisance, graffiti and street drinking 

· Tackling violent crime such as the most harmful crimes in which people are killed, seriously injured and/or psychologically harmed 

· Tackling youth crime and violence and give young people aspirations and alternatives to bullying, gangs, criminal and antisocial behaviour 

· Reducing property crime such as burglary, robbery and theft from vehicles. Property crime is the highest volume crime in the borough 

· Improving Camden Town by reducing overall crime and antisocial behaviour by continuing to respond to the enforcement challenge to improve the quality of life in the area. 
The aim for the next three years is to continue to reduce crime and respond effectively to incidents of crime and antisocial behaviour across Camden by working together across agencies and with communities. The strategy will be reviewed and refreshed each year.
